En kort introduktion av tirennalcuratorn Dr Agnieszka Cieslinska-Kawecka

The Kulisiewicz International Graphic Arts Triennal in Warsaw “IMPRINT 2008 was organized by the
Academy of Fine Arts in Warsaw, the Kulisiewicz Foundation and the Office of the Mayor of Warsaw.
The format of IMPRINT was conceived as a modern presentation of graphic art in the context of other arts
and humanities.

The first edition was entitled ’Clashes of Civilisations” and was part of the program of the European Year
of Intercultural Dialogue — An Initiative of the European Union.

The exhibition “IMPRINT — CONTEMPORARY GRAPHIC ART COLLECTION” presents a selection from
the works shown at he “IMPRINT 2008”, which participating artists donated to the emerging collection of
graphic art. To date, the collection numbers 430 works by artists from all over the world.

Traditional graphic arts have for a long time been used to disseminate thoughts and ideas, being bound with the
age of print, they now face some serious challenges of modern civilisation, such as technological change and the
opening of virtual space, which evidently influence cultural development of contemporary civilisations.

It would be hard to define the characteristics of graphic art today. Such modern art forms as digital printouts,
film, media presentations and installations in space were exhibited alongside traditional prints, with the artists
presenting a variety of attitudes that are found among contemporary graphic art activity.
